FINAL EXAM STUDY GUIDE
Know the following found in course lectures, note packet, and PowerPoints (you do NOT need to study any material covering anything from Habakkuk, Zephaniah, Haggai, Zechariah, or Malachi):

1. Know the meaning of the following Hebrew terms: Shir Hashirim.
2. Know the message and different interpretations of the Song of Songs. 

3. Know names and Biblical order of the prophets’ books from Isaiah to Nahum.

4. Know the general dating of each prophet and whether he ministered to the Northern Kingdom of Israel or Southern Kingdom of Judah. Also be able to determine which ones ministered outside of the Palestine region.
5. Know the personal facts about each prophet  - where he was from, where he ministered, etc.

6. Know the basic features of his message (e.g., Obadiah on page 83) Both of these last two items are found in the first couple of points in the notes about each prophet

7. Know about Isaiah’s principal themes, his call (ch. 6), his prophecy about Immanuel (ch. 7), his prophecy about the child born to us (ch. 9), his description of the “Servant” (ch. 42-53), and his interaction with Hezekiah (ch. 36-39).
8. Know about Jeremiah’s personal struggles with enemies of his message, his discussion of the “new covenant,” his prophecy about “Coniah,” the end of his days, and the length of the book.
9. Purpose and description of Lamentations
10. Know the general outline for the book of Ezekiel.
11. Know about Ezekiel’s call and occupation (ch. 1), his “signs” (ch 4,5), his messages about “personal responsibility” (ch. 18), the departure and return of the “glory” (chs. 9-11 and 43), his prophecies about Israel (chs. 36-48), and a general understanding of the future temple.
12. Know about Daniel and his friends experience in ch. 1, the Hebrew names of his three friends (ch. 1), the “image” in ch. 2 and corresponding “beasts” in ch. 7, the 70 weeks prophecy in ch. 9, the other language it was written in besides Hebrew, and the theme of the book.
13. Know about Hosea’s personal experience with his wife (chs. 1-3) and his overall message of the book.

14. Know about Joel’s account of the “locusts” and the “Day of the Lord.”

15. Know about Amos going to Bethel, what he denounced, what he used to measure Israel, and his occupation.

16. Know about Obadiah and Edom.

17. Know the message of Jonah.

18. Know Micah’s prophecy about the birth of Messiah and his focus on true spirituality and social ethics.
19. Know about Nahum and Nineveh.

20. Know significance of these dates – 931, 722, 586, 536 BC.
