6. Identify and explain five verses that show the eternality of Christ.

7. What divine attributes does Christ have? (27-31; give the attribute and verse).

8. Explain the decree.  Did Christ participate in it?

CHAPTER 3: “Christ in Old Testament History”
9. How do Zechariah 12:10 and Revelation 1:7 show that Jesus is Jehovah?

10. How do Isaiah 40:3 and Isaiah 9:6-7 show Christ is Elohim?  What does it show regarding Christ as creator?

11. How did Christ use Psalm 82:6 in John 10:32-36?

12. How does Psalm 110:1 show Christ is Adoni?

13. Explain the evidence for Christ being eternally the Son, rather than becoming the Son only at the incarnation.  (39 vs. 40-41)

14. Why does "firstborn" not support the Arian [nor the Jehovah's Witness'] view of Christ as created?

15. Explain the reasons for thinking that the angel of the Lord is Jehovah.  (44-46)

16. To which views is the doctrine of creation opposed? (47)

17. Which member(s) of the Trinity were involved in creation (45), and how (46)?

18. What is Christ's part in providence?

19. Explain where does Christ appear in the OT (i.e., theophanies)?

20. How did God progressively reveal the way of salvation (57-58)?  What did the OT sacrifices accomplish (59)?

CHAPTER 4: “Christ in Old Testament Typology”
21. What is a type, and which extremes of interpretation should be avoided?  How should we deal with types that are not stated to be types in Scripture?  

22. Give a one sentence summary of each typical person, event, thing, institution and ceremony in the OT.  

CHAPTER 5: “Christ in Old Testament Prophecy”
23. What are the problems interpreting Messianic prophecy?

24. How does Walvoord reconcile the promises to David and Solomon with the curse on Jeconiah? (85)  NOTE: there is additional material on pages 103-4.5.
What did the OT predict about the place, supernatural nature, and time of Christ's arrival?

25. Summarize prophecy about the life, death, resurrection, and glorification of Christ.

CHAPTER 6: “The Incarnation of the Son of God”
26. What supports the credibility of the Scriptural accounts of Christ's birth? (102)

CHAPTER 7: “The Person of the Incarnate Christ”
27. Summarize the evidence for Jesus being divine (see especially Berhkof's quotations, p. 108).

28. Summarize the evidence for Jesus' humanity (110), including the humanity of His soul (111).  Why does Walvoord have difficulty with Luke 2:52, which states that Jesus grew in knowledge?  To answer this, consider his view that Christ was omniscient in His earthly life, pages 28-9.  (An opposing view is that Christ gave up the use of omniscience at the incarnation, in what is referred to as the kenosis).  Walvoord's view on Christ's omniscience is also reflected in his cautious differentiation between different sorts of thoughts arising from Christ's two natures (118).  Which view do you take?  Did Christ exercise omniscience in His earthly life or not?

29. Does Christ's incarnation continue beyond His death and resurrection?  What scriptures relate to the issue?

30. What is the relation of the two natures of Christ? (116)  What are the seven aspects of this relationship?  (117-18)

31. What are the implications of the union of Christ's two natures? (120-22)

CHAPTER 8: “The Life of Christ on Earth”
32. What is the unique christological emphasis of each gospel? 

33. Summarize what happened in each period of Christ's ministry (125-27)

34. What was Christ's teaching regarding the law, kingdom, and church?

35. Briefly describe Christ's offices.

36. Regarding the kenosis, explain the significance of the words, form, likeness, and fashion (139-40).  Summarize a proper view of the kenosis (143-45).

37. What is impeccability, and how does Walvoord support his view?

CHAPTER 9: “Christ in His Suffering and Death"
38. Briefly define: atonement, expiation, forgiveness, justification, propitiation, reconciliation, redemption, remission.

39. Briefly describe each errant view of the atonement.

42. How does the biblical concept of propitiation differ from the pagan concept? (174).  What are the results of biblical propitiation? (177)
